 Be wise and safe when hiking on the mountains.  Teenagers and children should always be accompanied by a responsible 

adult when hiking. 

 The swimming pool may only be used as the camp manager dictates.  Swimming is not permitted without the supervision 

of a licensed lifeguard. 

 Proper dress must be observed at all times.  All clothing, including shorts, must be modest length.  Tank tops, halter tops, 

muscle shirts, and low cut clothing is not allowed.  A cover up must be worn to and from the pool.  Clothing with obscene or sug-

gestive printing is not tolerated. 

 Possession or use of alcohol, tobacco in any form, and/or drug paraphernalia is absolutely prohibited.  Those who possess 

or use any controlled substance will be expelled from QMCC by local authorities. 

 Firearms, knives weapons and fireworks are not allowed on QMCC grounds.
